Kill high-interest debt

return.

Grab the employer match
If your job matches pension or provident contributions, putin enough
to get the fullmatch. It's free money.

Build a full emergency fund

3 months of essential expenses (6 if yourincome isirregular). Keep it
reachable: a savings or notice account, not a fixed deposit.

Invest tax-free first
Fill your TFSA (R46,000/year, all growth tax-free), then a Retirement
Annuity (contributions deductible up to 27.5% of income).

Goals + growth, together

Save for specific goals (house deposit, car) and invest in low-cost
ETFs. Then overpay lower-interest debt (bond, vehicle) and build
long-term wealth.
